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Grooming Your Bulldog oy ann Waters (chotta)

Performed regularly all these simple grooming techniques will help keep your Bulldog looking smart,

clean and healthy.

Coat : As dogs go the Bulldog is relatively easy to look after, providing you do it regularly. Their short coat requires

little attention other than a regular brush with a stiff bristle brush or rubber grooming glove. This will remove any dirt

or debris. Follow this with a wipe with a damp cloth or unscented baby wipe.

Bathing : This should not be undertaken too often, unless your Bulldog is particularly mucky or greasy, or prone to skin infections. If you are
showing regularly a bath once a month with a recommended shampoo is ok, but what you use to wash your Bulldog will be very important in
keeping the coat in tip top condition. Never use shampoos meant for humans on your dog, they can set off allergic reactions and the PH bal-
ance is wrong for dogs. They can strip the coat and leave it harsh and dry. There are many good dog shampoos on the market for different

coats and requirements .

Face : Attention must be paid daily to your Bulldogs face and wrinkles. The easiest cleaning method is to use unscented baby wipes on the Above: LaRoyal First Lady of Rock

folds, then dry thoroughly and apply a little Sudocrem or Lanacane powder. Failure to clean the folds regularly can result in a very sore condi-

tion called Skin Fold Pyoderma, which may then require veterinary treatment.

Tear Stains: If your bulldog suffers from tear stains, mix up a weak solution of Hibiscrub and clean the stain thoroughly with cotton wool

dipped in the solution - being particularly careful not to get any into the eyes. Dry the area thoroughly and apply a little Sudocrem. Optrex eye BREED ADVICE

lotion can also be used to clean the area and should help to lessen the stain, if used regularly over a period of weeks.

Ears : Weekly cleaning of the ears is most important. They can be cleaned with cotton wool and baby wipes in conjunction with a proprietary If you have a
